      4.   Introduction of Suzanne Welsh
      5.   Portable Building Sales: The issue was brought to the Planning and Zoning Committee about  having Portable Building Sales in an I-1 zone. It is permitable to have anything that is in a B-3 zone in an I-1 zone, with the exception of residential uses, so it was suggested that the Ordinance be amended to add Portable Building Sales to the B-3 zone. The Committee also agreed that the buildings should meet setback requirements for the primary building in each district. Motion was made by Jeff Davis with second to the motion by Jack Hammer. All in favor.

      6.   Animal regulations on dogs: Discussion was made about limiting animals that was first brought up by the Board of Aldermen. Jack stated the fact that a neighbor might have 8 dogs and other than a smell issue, the dogs may be well behaved but another neighbor might have 1 dog and it barks continually causing issues. It is hard to limit domestic animals but it might help to re-write the Ordinance on filing a complaint form to permit the code enforcer to go to the home and check out the situation before getting the police involved. If the code enforcer sees an issue with the animal(s) then he can file a complaint form which might help control animal nuisance. 

    7.   Request for approval on a sign program: Radio Shack signs will be changed over to Clarity AV Solutions. The company designing the signs sent an email showing the new designs and no one saw any issue with the new design so all was in favor of the project going forth to be completed.
