4.  Conditional Use Permit:
Veterinarian, Mike Peters is considering purchasing property from the Dry's to build a new animal barn and to relocate his veterinarian business, and is present to request a conditional use permit to operate his business at this location which lies just south of the Town and Country Bank on the west side of town. The property is currently zoned B-3. Rezoning the property was discussed but it was determined that the property should be left B-3 with an open ended conditional use permit to be issued.
 The business will be a mixed animal practice that will include dog boarding but no animals will be left out overnight and there will be no boarding of large animals.  

Mr. Peters told the commission that he would like to be practicing in his new location by the end of September of this year.
