4.  Request for Home Occupation Permit
Rhonda Williams was invited to address the Commission tonight.  She operates a hair salon in town and would like to move her business to her home to cut down on expenses.  She realizes neighbors concerns; days and hours, load of clientele creating increased traffic in the neighborhood. 
Neighbors of Mrs. Williams were also present for the meeting and spoke of their concerns about having a neighborhood business.  Again, increased traffic volume, concerns that property values would decrease, and Mr. Cobb is concerned that this may have a negative impact on the sale of his home.
