3. Minutes of October, 2011 minutes approved by motion from Lane Lakey and seconded by Jack Hamer.  Motion carried.

5.  Home Occupation Permit: Sara Prock, owner of The Soggy Doggy
Sara Prock has applied for a home occupation permit to conduct her business from her home at 404 NW 5th Avenue. This business is a pet grooming only business.  All in favor. No opposed.
6.  Home Occupation Permit:  TJ Jones, owner Scenic Route Photography
TJ Jones has applied for a home occupation permit.  He would like to conduct his photography business from his home at 506 NE 2nd Avenue.  No photography will be done on site, only the office type work will be done in the home.  
Board President, Josh Wilber instructed the Planning and Development department to proceed with sending certified letters to surrounding neighbors.  
Ordinances state that the applicant sends out certified letters to all adjoining property owners, for the purpose of informing them, of their intent to conduct a home occupation, but actually the City does this and bills the applicant.       
Mr. Jones asked about putting a small sign in his yard. 
The City has sign regulations and a copy of the regulations will be mailed to him.

7.  Fred Johnson:
 Mr. Johnson attended tonight's meeting.  He is working to purchase a lot, an old lot of record.  He believes that on a lot of record there should be grandfathering rules on buildability.
His main interests for this lot are an accessory building and possibly a small house.

The problem is that this lot has no street frontage. The codes state that all lots shall have full frontage on a dedicated street.
When Mr. Johnson asked if he could build a house on the lot, Josh Wilber told him it was pretty much not an option, but offered to research it further and speak with our City attorney.  
 Mr. Johnson was advised to check very carefully into this matter before purchasing the lot, and to consider speaking with an attorney.
