3.  Minutes of February, 2012 minutes approved, with the following change to be made: Lane Lakey was not present at the February meeting. A motion was made by Jack Hamer and seconded by Lane Lakey to accept the minutes of February, 2012 minutes. Motion carried.

4.  Rezoning recommendations:  Letters
Three (3) properties were reviewed two months ago and noticed in the paper recommending that the zoning be changed from Agricultural to R-1.  

Letters were sent to the property owners. One of those letters was mailed to the last known property owner, Mr. Dwight Roper. He has since sold that property to his son, Richard Roper who lives in California. Janice spoke with him and he has stated that he intends to sell his property, so he did not object to the rezoning. 

However, for various reasons, the other two property owners were in opposition of their properties being rezoned. The City received two letters expressing concerns about the rezoning of the Roper and Curry properties.

After a lengthy discussion, motion was made by Caryn Fox and seconded by Lane Lakey to table rezoning of all three properties until a later date.
5.  Redbud Village:  
Redbud Village purchased a piece of property and now wants the City to place a dumpster in the back of that property. The City has refused. A suggestion was made for the owners to pour a concrete pad to place the dumpster on.
6.  Sidewalk project: 
 The City had the bid opening for the sidewalk project on March 8th.  Only one bid was submitted by CBH Construction, LLC located in Monett, MO.  Janice called two other cities that CBH had done projects for and both cities were pleased with their work.
CBH's bid was $16,000 over budget; however City Council voted to accept the bid and go forth with the project.
7.  May rezonings:
Gary Welch property on E. 14, Donald P. Warden property, also on E. 14, and Souder property on NW 12th Avenue.
