3.  Minutes of July, 2012 minutes approved by motion from Jeff Davis and seconded by Caryn Fox.

4.  Home Occupation Permit:  
Mrs. Brandy Horwath attended the meeting tonight.  She has made a request to operate a business from her home at 604 NE 7th Street. The proposed business is the operation of an online retail store.  Customers will order such items as clothing and jewelry from her website and have them shipped to them.  

There will be no street traffic other than a once monthly delivery from UPS.

The City will send out certified letters to nearby property owners to inform them of Mrs. Horwath's request. 

Motion to approve; contingent upon neighbor feedback, was made by Jeff Davis and seconded by Caryn Fox.

5. Conditional Use Permit:

Dr. Mike Peters attended the meeting this evening.  He would like to purchase a piece of property and relocate his veterinary practice.  The property he would like to purchase is owned by Danny, Jamie, and Benji Dry, and is located south of Town and Country Bank near the intersection of Hwy. 5 and 14.   

Dr. Peters has spoken with neighboring businesses; Town and Country Bank, the Fleetwoods (Cooper Lumber, Co.), and Rex and Sara Sawyer.  All were supportive, encouraging, and had no issues with Dr. Peters moving his veterinary practice to this location. The Fleetwood's have no problems with Dr. Peters using the existing entrance to Cooper Lumber, to access his property.

Board secretary, Lane Lakey explained to Mr. Peters that a conditional use, even if open-ended, could be brought before the commission for review, if any issues were to come up in the future.

Lane also asked Mr. Peters if the financer was aware that he is buying a conditional use permit facility.  Dr. Peters told the commission that he has discussed this with his financer, Bart Ellison at Town and Country Bank, and that financing is already in place.

Mr. Peters told the commission that there would be no outdoor runs and that kennels would be confined to the inside of the building, also, there will not be any pasturing of any animals and no outside pens or corrals for larger animals, only pens that run directly into the shoot.

Motion to approve the conditional use permit of a veterinary clinic in B-3 for the life of the use, reviewable on significant changes to the business or upon complaints was made by Jeff Davis and seconded by Caryn Fox.

Board President, Josh Wilber was not present for the meeting but gave a phone vote of yah.
