1. Call to Order/open public hearing:

Board Secretary, Lane Lakey called to order and opened the public hearing. 

2.  Roll Call of Commission by Secretary.

3.  Minutes of April, 2013 minutes approved, with change; by motion from Jeff Davis and seconded by Jamie Dry. 
Motion carried.  
Minutes of June 3, 2013 special meeting minutes (meeting regarding NW 10th Avenue) approved (with change: special meeting was held at noon, meeting minutes state 6:30 p.m.).
4.  Home Occupation Permit List:
A home occupation permit log was created and copies were given for review, to members at tonight's meeting . Jack Hamer stated that there were no problems with any of the businesses.

5.  Zoning request: Pets:
A new resident to the city has two pet monkeys and she has requested that she be able to have them in her residence at 704 NE 8th Avenue.

It is stated specifically in the code of ordinances, section 110-8. - Definitions., Animals, house (pet) means any animal normally and customarily kept by domestic households for pleasure and companionship, excluding poultry, pheasants, cows, livestock, chinchillas, horses, goals (goats), sheep, monkeys, and other similar animal and fowl.
After discussing the request, commissioners agreed not to allow an exception to the code and not to change the code, but barring a complaint, there will be no action.

6.  Zoning violation:
The property was originally zoned R-2, however, the original copy of the Ava zoning map has B-3 drawn in, and one of the maps at City Hall shows the property as B-3.  Janice gave history on the zoning of the property, back to 1974. 

The surrounding properties are zoned R-3, and city council would like for planning and zoning to determine what it should be zoned.  Members agreed that this location is not the appropriate place for the business and that the exact zoning of the property needs to be clearly determined.  Janice told planning and zoning members that the attorneys for both parties are handling it. Members agreed that a judge should be left to make the determination as to whether the proper procedures were followed in past rezoning requests of the property.

7.  Additional business: Highway House Café: 

Though it is not a done deal at this point, the Bank of Mansfield is interested in purchasing the building that formerly housed Highway House Café.  A preliminary sketch was provided to the City. Bank officials want something in writing from the City reassuring them that they can continue to use the ROW.   A copy was given to each member to review.  
Members say they are in favor, as long as it doesn't increase traffic in the residential area.

8.  Adjourn:  Motion to adjourn was made by Jack Hamer and seconded by Jeff Davis.
