1. Call to Order/open public hearing:

3.  Minutes of October, 2012 minutes approved by motion from Jeff Davis and

seconded by Lane Lakey.

4.  Home Occupation Permit:
Megan Manzolillo submitted a home occupation permit application to work out of her home, teaching yoga, and was in attendance for tonight's meeting.  She told the commission that classes would be approximately 1 hour and be held on the following days and times: Monday @ 4:30 p.m., Tuesday @ 9 a.m. and noon, Thursday @ 9 a.m. and noon, and on Friday @ 6:30 p.m., with no more than 8 people per class.

City officials will send out certified letters to adjoining property owners notifying them of Ms. Manzolillo's request, and the item will be voted on at the next regularly scheduled meeting.

5. Additional Business: Mike Peters:

In the Code of Ordinances, the maximum height for a Principal building in the B-3 district is 35 feet and 15 feet for an Accessory building. 
 The new building that Mike Peters is building exceeds the maximum height of 15 feet for an accessory building.  
A motion was made by Caryn Fox and seconded by Jack Hamer, to recommend to the Board of Aldermen that in the Code of Ordinances, City of Ava, Missouri; Chapter 110 of the Zoning Chapter, Sec. 110-155. Business district density requirements, Accessory Building Maximum height of 15 feet, be changed to a Maximum height of 25 feet in the B-3 Zoning District.

6.  Discussion: B4 District:

Discussion regarding the B-4 Highway Business District resulted in a recommendation to pass an ordinance to absolve the B-4 district, and to rezone the two properties that are now currently zoned B-4 to B-3. Those two properties are the Irwin property on E. 14, and property owned by Max Murphy on S. Jefferson.
Jack Hamer made a motion to recommend to the Board of Aldermen that an ordinance be passed to absolve the B-4 Zoning District and to incorporate those uses listed in the B-4 District into the B-3 General Business District. Jeff Davis seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Lane Lakey made a motion to rezone the two businesses currently zoned B-4 to B-3. Caryn Fox seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
