1. Call to Order/open public hearing:

3.  Minutes of August, 2013 minutes approved by motion from Jeff Davis and seconded by Jamie Dry.
Motion carried.  
4.  Ava Full Gospel: Boundary adjustment:
Lois Kilgore attended the meeting this evening, on behalf of the Ava Full Gospel Church.  

The church would like to do a boundary adjustment on the East side of the church and sell a portion 

to Philip Eaves, property owner SE of the church.  P& Z members discussed it and Jamie Dry has offered to rewrite the legal description so as to reword, "along the existing concrete wall".  She will e-mail it to Alicia Degase, Douglas County Assessor, to have her map it out for accuracy.  It was also suggested that the property lines be measured again before the legals are rewritten.
Motion to approve the boundary adjustment, contingent upon an accurate rewritten legal description, was made by Jeff Davis and seconded by Jack Hamer.
Motion carried.
5.  Ava Full Gospel: Conditional use permit:
Lois told P&Z members that the church owns Lot 123, which is located north of the church.  They would like to build an outreach building on this lot to conduct their giveaways that they hold every three months.  The church has outgrown the basement of their church so now they rent the Legion Hall to host their giveaways. However, they would like to build a pole type building of their own to hold these giveaways.  
Jack Hamer told Mrs. Kilgore that the problem is that the size of that particular lot is 6,000 square feet and the only thing that can be built on a lot that size is a single-family residence, according to codes.  In order to build a church, minimum density requirement is 20,000 sq. ft., and for all other permitted uses the minimum density requirement is 10,000 sq. ft.  After some discussion, several options were offered, including the possibility of constructing the building on the parcel below the church parking lot.  Mrs. Kilgore said that additional dirt work would have to be done due to water runoff issues if they were to 
build there, but she will be taking these options to church officials for discussion.

6.  Project updates:
The final walk-through was conducted last Wednesday, September 11, 2013 of Ruby's Restaurant.  A punch list of items that needed to be corrected was created and on Friday, September 13, 2013, we 
returned to the restaurant to go over the items on the punch list.  All revisions had been made except for
the Maximum Occupancy; 14 seats had to be removed in order for the restaurant to be in compliance.  
The building has been approved, for the new Town & Country Bank.  Site plans have not.  

They have obtained a demolition permit and have removed the building that was located on the NE 

corner of the lot.  The sign has been removed as well.
No updates on Mansfield Bank purchasing the old Highway House Café.
