                         2.        A.  Director of Planning & Development Janice Lorrain presented an update from the Planning and Zoning Committee meeting on January 21, 2014 in regards to amending the Ordinance for section 110-153.
                                     B. Dog Pound Bids – Bids were opened at 4:02 P.M. on January 28th , 2014; Present were Kurt McGee (Building Inspector), Suzanne Welsh (City Clerk)  and Janice Lorrain (Director of Planning and Development). Bid from Ava Building was $7,568.23 verses Cooper lumber Co. at $9,448.65. The bids were presented to the Aldermen to decide and Ava Building was approved due to the lower bid. Motion was made by Burrely Loftin with second by David Norman. All in favor was ayes; no nays.

C. READING OF RESOLUTIONS OR BILLS FOR ORDINANCES:
Ordinance # 958 pertaining to amending section 110-153 to add Portable Building sales to a B-3 zone was read twice by City Clerk Suzanne Welsh and was approved by the Board of Aldermen. In the first reading, motion was made by Rick Engelhardt with second to the motion by David Norman. In the second reading, motion was made by Burrely Loftin with second to the motion by David Norman. All in favor was ayes; no nays.
D. ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS:
There was an issue brought to the Aldermen's attention about a water shut-off valve being broken and the City of Ava fixed the valve but sent a bill for the repair cost to the person responsible for breaking the valve. The issue for outsiders to mess with water shut-off valve comes into play when we have bad weather and multiple plumbers are out on a job and need the valve shut off immediately. It is hard to get a City employee to each job site and to stay around as long as is needed in order to fix the water issue. Each plumber has a tool used to shut off the valve and breaking a valve does not happen very often so the Board of Aldermen agreed that they should be allowed to have access to it when necessary and that we should keep track of any damage done to a water shut-off valve if it has to be replaced. No homeowner should be allowed to mess with the water shut-off valve, only licensed plumbers. It was agreed by the Board of Aldermen to reverse the charge given to the responsible party. Motion was made by Rick Engelhardt with second to the motion by Burrely Loftin.
Burrely commented on Kurtis McGee’s work in preparing the Bid for the Dog Kennel. He felt that the Bid sheet was planned well.
