    A.  Proposed MoDOT Contract: MoDOT plans to replace the storm sewers on the east side of North Jefferson Street and will replace/construct sidewalks. MoDOT has agreed to this request if the City will participate in cost sharing, with the City contributing $75,000 and the remaining $1,422,000 paid by MoDOT.
