          D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS:  

1) Mayor David Norman spoke to the council members about the contract agreement with Faye Dye and trees to be removed at the airport. Faye has signed the contract along with Mayor David Norman. The city is ready to start the process of clearing the land. 

2) GHN architects had a second meeting with the committee today, March 24th at 10:00 A.M. Prior to the meeting, they had emailed minutes of the first meeting. They presented the committee with several different designs for offices in the new city hall. The committee decided on one design and changes were discussed.  GHN will email a revised version of the drawing with changes made.

3) The red Chevy Impala, city car, has been cleaned, detailed, filled with gas, and stored in Mayor Norman's metal garage. It will be used for city employee trips and will save wear and tear on personal vehicles along with money for mileage. 

4)  The square is part of a city cleanup process along with sidewalks and parks. The city is using community service for help in the clean-up process. Mayor David Norman stated that the city has six employee buildings that have roof leaks. He is in the process of getting quotes on damages for the buildings and will try and get them repaired one at a time. So far, he has had Beaver Sallee and J.R. Lewis look at some of the buildings so that he can get an idea of how extent the damages are.
