The Missouri Foundation for Health is an organization that focuses on promoting healthy schools and healthy communities. It is a five year initiative with a goal of decreasing the percentage of children who are overweight and obese by 5 %. Their primary focus is children from kindergarten to the 8th grade. Sonya stressed that the city could help by providing biking/walking lanes, where possible, and also presenting a Resolution stating that the City of Ava believes that our citizens should have access to healthy food options and physical activity.
