I. CALL TO ORDER:    The  meeting on April 28, 2015 of the City of Ava Board of Aldermen was called to order by Mayor David Norman

II. ROLL CALL OF ALDERMEN: Aldermen present were:  Burrely Loftin, Billy Long, Keith Jones, & Stan Lovan.
      III.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Minutes of April 14, 2015 Board of Aldermen meeting  were  sent to   the aldermen for review prior to the meeting. A motion was made to approve the minutes by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Billy Long. Motion carried. All were in favor. 
      IV.  APPROVAL OR AMENDMENTS TO AGENDA:  Motion was made to approve the agenda by Billy Long and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor.

        V.  PUBLIC ADDRESS TO THE BOARD- Steve Duckworth requested to petition the board regarding the proposed UTV ordinance. Steve did not show up for the council meeting.

                     B.     Reports of special boards, committees & city officers

C.    Reading of Bills (proposed ordinances)-

Resolution # 2015.04.05 A resolution appointing a Director and Alternate Director to the Missouri Joint Municipal Electric Utility Commission was read by title once. A motion was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Leon Harris. Motion carried. All were in favor.
Ordinance #984 An ordinance of the City of Ava, Missouri authorizing the Mayor to sign and the City Clerk to attest a MPUA Mutual Aid Agreement was read by title twice. In the first reading, a motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor. In the second reading, a motion was made by Stan Lovan and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor.
Ordinance #985- An ordinance of the City of Ava, Missouri, authorizing the Mayor to sign and the City Clerk to attest an APPA/NRECA Mutual Aid Agreement was read twice by title. In the first reading, a motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor.  In the second reading, a motion was made by Stan Lovan and seconded by Leon Harris. Motion carried. All were in favor.

Ordinance #986- An ordinance to repeal Chapter 94 Section 73 of the Ava City Code of Ordinance and enact in lieu thereof a new section in Chapter 94 Section 73 revising it to include off-road vehicles and UTV was read twice by title. In the first reading, a motion was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor. In the second reading, a motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor. 
Ordinance #987-An ordinance to amend “The Ava Zoning Ordinance” by changing the official zoning from R-2 Two Family Residential to B-3 General Business, of property located on Business Route 5 known as Pettit Theatre property, and owned by H. Bruce Pettit, as described in legal description below, by request of the Planning & Zoning Commission. The ordinance was read twice by title; in the first reading, a motion was made by Leon Harris and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor. In the second reading, a motion was made by Leon Harris and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor.
          D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: 
                  (a) GHN meeting was held on April 23, 2015. The committee went over the architect’s floor plans.

                       There were minor changes to be made but for the most part, it was approved and ready to move

                       forward to the next step. According to the Architects, the bidding process will begin in June or

                       July and the remodel should be finished sometime in October or November of 2015. Triplett 
                       Overlays, LLC came today to look at restoring the Terrazzo floors. They feel confident they

                       can restore and patch the Terrazzo flooring in the building which is what we had hoped could
                       be done.            

                  (b) Planning & Zoning held their monthly meeting on April 21, 2015. Mayor David Norman and 

                       City Clerk Suzanne Welsh represented the city staff at the meeting. In their order of business, 

                       an undeveloped city street N.E. 8th street was vacated off of N.E. 3rd Avenue and divided up

                       between the two property owners. The property facing Business Highway 5, known as the 

                       Pettit drive in theatre was rezoned from an R-2 Two Family Residential to a B-3 General

                       Business. The City Council approved ordinance # 987 for the zoning change. First Home 
                       Savings Bank North parking lot will be brought up again at the next planning & zoning 

                       meeting.

                 (c )Pool repairs need to be done before the opening of the pool. So far, bathrooms have been 

                      sandblasted and City employees have been painting black strips and blue around the pool.  
                     Impact coating will submit a price for repainting the bathroom floors and possibly the cover 

                     grates around the pool with a rough textured paint like Rhino bed liner. Lakey & Lakey cabinets 

                     will repair the countertops.                 
               (d) Mayor David Norman, Alderman Stan Lovan & Alderman Burrely Loftin visited the Branson 

                    Recycle center and their sheltered workshop. They had three handicap employees and two

                    Regular employees and both the recycle center and the sheltered workshop area were clean. They

                    are not making money on their recycle center and do equivalently the same volume as Ava on 

                    recycled material. Mayor David Norman also visited the Marshfield Recycle Center and said

                    the facility was in an industrial area with industry nearby and had a large operation.  Cloth 

                    material was one of the items they recycled along with others. Their facility was also very clean.  

                    Mayor Norman said that none of the recycle centers he has spoken to break even. He has been in 

                    contact with Jerry North, Solid Waste District, and did not feel Ava could be helped at this time. 

                    Mark Collins was another contact made and he knew of someone who might be able to help. It is 

                    an ongoing project that will not be handled right away but hope to be able to help 

                    keep a  recycle center in Ava.

  VII.  CLOSED SESSION UNDER RSMo 610.021 (2) Real Estate. A motion was made to go into closed session by BurrelyLoftin  and seconded by Leon Harris. Motion carried. All were in favor.
