CALL TO ORDER:    The  May 13, 2014 meeting of the City of Ava Board of Aldermen was called to order by Mayor Eddie Maggard.

Roll call of Aldermen read by City Clerk.  Those aldermen present were:  Burrely Loftin, Billy Long, Keith Jones, and David Norman.

PUBLIC ADDRESS TO THE BOARD:
Pat Davis asked to address the Board of Aldermen regarding her yard. Starting in 2011 she started getting notices from the city regarding her yard and this year she emailed the city and sent them pictures of her yard explaining that she was cultivating and trying to get her soil level to gardening standards. At the board meeting she spoke to the council about her feelings regarding why she was not mowing her yard and that everything in her yard had a purpose; also that she is concerned with having the type of vegetation in her yard that can be used for medicinal purposes and food for her rabbit. Alderman Keith Jones asked Ms. Davis what type of vegetation she had and how long before she could harvest or cut it down. Ms. Davis said that she had strawberries, sage, oregano, red clover, and orchard grass. She assured the council she was spending at least 26 hours per week working in her yard and wanted the clover to come to full blossom for the bee's and  so she could dry it. She also expressed her desire to have chickens and goats in her yard in the future. Mayor Eddie Maggard thanked Ms. Davis for coming and sharing her feelings to the council. No response was given at this time.

  Municipal Court Docket approval for April 18, 2014  were presented to the Aldermen and was approved. Motion to approve was made by David Norman with second to the motion by Burrely Loftin. All in favor was ayes; no nays.
               C.     READING OF RESOLUTIONS OR  ORDINANCES:
Resolution # 2014.05.03 authorizing the mayor to execute and the city clerk to attest to a renewal of lease agreement known as fairgrounds lease was read by the city clerk. Motion to approve the resolution was made by David Norman seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All ayes; no nays. 
D. ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: Alderman David Norman wanted to know how the dog pound came out on construction and if it stayed within budget. The answer was given by Mayor Eddie Maggard that it was doing fine. Alderman Norman asked if the city knew how much money was spent on the storm damage from the April 28th strong wind storm and what the damage threshold was if it was considered a natural disaster. Administrative Director Peggy Porter reported that we paid the Nixa electric crew $5,600.00 for labor and Springfield had not submitted a bill yet to the city.

Alderman Norman reported that he had a sign fall down at Ava Drug recently and it was after hours. He was concerned that their might be electrical wires bare causing a safety issue and needed to get a hold of the city. He wanted the board to know that if there is an after hour emergency that the Ava Police Department needs to be contacted so that they can contact the department, write up the report and then a work order can be processed during normal business hours so that the employee working after hours can be paid for working overtime. Alderman Norman had brought up the issue in the previous board meeting about bidding out contract labor to maintain the acres owned by the city. He was told that a contract was already signed for maintenance on the land this year but that this fall we would put out a bid for next year. He also wanted to note that the city had bought 31 tires over the last three years with only 5 rebates given.                   

     Alderman Burrely Loftin spoke to the board about the annex on Girdner                      road and that for now it was to be put on hold due to it not being contiguous. He felt like there needed to be a better explanation of the word in the process of annexation. Alderman Loftin made the comment that there were originally six people signed up to pay a portion of the cost to run a water main to these houses. Three people paid their portion in 2001 while the other three houses have still not hooked onto the water                  system. Alderman Loftin felt like we should refund their portion of the payment back                    to them except for the cost of the tap to go into the line since the other three residents have done nothing and it has been 13 years. The other board members agreed that this was the fair thing to do and that an ordinance should be written showing that we are going to process the payback to the three that paid their portion, minus the tap fee. In the  future the other residents can pay only to tap into the water main and will make it fair to the other three that originally had to pay.
