I.
CALL TO ORDER:    The  June 10, 2014 meeting of the City of Ava Board of Aldermen was called to order by Mayor Eddie Maggard.

II.
Roll call of Aldermen read by City Clerk.  Those aldermen present were:  Burrely Loftin, Keith Jones, and David Norman. Billy Long was absent.

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   Minutes of  May 13, 2014  Board of Aldermen meeting  were sent to Aldermen  for review prior to the meeting.  Motion to approve minutes were made by Burrely Loftin seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried  3-0.

IV.
APPROVAL OR AMENDMENTS TO AGENDA: Motion to approve agenda as presented was made by David Norman seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried 3-0.

V.
PUBLIC ADDRESS TO THE BOARD:  John Dismer & Paul Weeks, with the Department Adjutant for the Military Order of the Purple Heart Department of Missouri, presented to the City of Ava a plaque after Mayor Eddie Maggard signed a proclamation designating Ava, Missouri a Purple Heart City. Adrian Owena World War II veteran and Bill Henry a Vietnam veteran were present with their Purple Hearts for the meeting and a photo was taken of the Mayor, Aldermen, Adrian, Bill, John Dismer and Paul Weeks.

ORDER OF BUSINESS

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: Police Chief Reggie Johnson introduced Police officer Dewayne Butterworth III to the Board of Aldermen. Motion to hire was made by Keith Jones seconded by David Norman. Motion carried 3-0. Date of hire is to be made retroactive to May 26, 2014.
B.
REPORTS OF SPECIAL BOARDS, COMMITTEES AND


CITY OFFICERS

1.                Aministrative Director Peggy Porter discussed the closing process for the Town and Country bank. The closing date is set for June 30, 2014 at 1:00 P.M. at the D.D. Hamilton building. In the Amendment to the Purchase and Sale Agreement document, the closing date was changed from its original closing date of June 10, 2014 to June 30, 2014 and an allowance was made for the bank to have 45 days occupancy after the closing date. Motion to approve the Amendment to Purchase & Sale Agreement was made by Burrely Loftin seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried 3-0.

     A motion to borrow $150,000.00 from Town & Country Bank on a Lease Purchase Agreement in order to finance the purchase of the Town & Country Bank property located on South Jefferson for a term of 3 years at a fixed interest rate of 4.375% was made by David Norman seconded by Burrely Loftin. All in favor, 3-0.

      The City of Ava will have a public hearing on the proposed budget for the fiscal year 2014/2015 on June 18, 2014 at 10:00 A.M. The proposed budget will be reviewed and approved by the Board of Aldermen on June 24, 2014.  Administrative Director Peggy Porter gave a brief report on the end of the year finances from a financial report that was provided to the Aldermen.   

                      2.                          Director of Development Janice Lorrain discussed a playground grant that she had applied for from the American Water Charitable Foundation. The playground equipment is made out of nature base material and has a maximum grant fund of $150,000.00 which requires no match.

      The swimming pool was examined by engineer Jeff Bartley who will provide a list of maintenance repairs that will need to be fixed. 

      The concrete culvert on N.E. 5th Street is in poor condition and needs repair. Steve Bolin, project engineer from Olsson Associates, came to the site and wrote up his observations and recommendations. The aldermen were provided with his report along with photo's of the culvert. Alderman President Burrely Loftin recommended that the city check on how much it would cost to pour a bottom concrete 4 x 8' pad, where the bedrock bottom is eroding, which would support the side walls and prevent them from caving inward causing the culvert to collapse. 

      Director of Development Janice Lorrain spoke to the aldermen about the public hearing to be held on June 17th, 2014, which will be at the Planning & Zoning meeting in the Council Chambers at Ava City Hall at 6:30 P.M., to consider amendment to the City Code of Ordinances section 110-153, Permitted uses in B-3 districts; section 110-154, Conditional uses in B-3 districts; section 110-158, Conditional uses in B-4 districts; and section 110-178, Permitted uses in I-1 districts. All of the changes to these sections pertain to portable building sales being changed from a permitted use to a conditional use so that some control might be managed by the Planning & Zoning commission. If there are no protests at the meeting then new ordinances will be presented for approval at the next Board of Aldermen meeting June 24, 2014.

      The costs from the April 28, 2014 storm damage due to high winds has been submitted for payment. The City of Nixa submitted a bill for $5,650.58, City of Springfield submitted $35,501.44, overtime pay for city workers was $10,076.57, and the  total expense was $51,228.59. Material costs are not included in this total.                  

               C.     READING OF RESOLUTIONS OR  ORDINANCES:
Resolution # 2014.06.04 Authorizing the Mayor to execute and the City Clerk to attest signing the closing documents for the purchase of the Town & Country bank building on June 30, 2014. Motion to approve the resolution was made by David Norman seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried 3-0 approval by Norman, Loftin, & Jones. Alderman Long was not present.  
D. ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS:  Alderman Burrely Loftin addressed the 

 residents along Girdner road and felt that we should carry forth the process of refunding the material cost except the tap fee that was paid by them back in 2001. City Attorney Larry Tyrrell asked that it be added to the next agenda for the June 24th Board of Aldermen meeting and we would make a motion at that time. It was agreed that an ordinance was not necessary in order to pay back the three residents. By refunding the money, it will make it fair if the other residents decide to tap into the water line. The cost for the project was originally figured by splitting it between the six residents that lived there. Three of those residential homes have been sold to new owners.
