CITY OFFICERS

1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter had four different resolutions to pass. One was for the Fiscal Year 2015 Budget #2014.06.05, the second was for Southwest Missouri Office on Aging community center extension of contract resolution #2014.06.06, the third was a resolution for the Chamber of Commerce Agreement #2014.06.07 and last was for a 2014 Fiscal Year budget amendment #2014.06.08. Administrative Director Peggy Porter went over each one of the resolutions before the title was read and motions were made.

     Town & Country Bank was not able to finance the lease agreement with the City of Ava for the amount of $150,000.00 due to a policy violation they have with loaning money on property that they own. On June 10, 2014 resolution # 2014.06.04 was passed stating in section 3 that upon the sale, June 30, 2014, the purchase amount of $200,000.00 will be finalized. At closing The City of Ava will make an initial payment of $50,000.00  and $150,000.00 will be financed through the Town & Country Bank's lease program with an interest rate of 4.375% for a period of three years. A new resolution will need to be passed to change this agreement and date that the closing process and paperwork will be finalized for the purchase of the Town & Country Bank building.       

                        2.            Director of Development Janice Lorrain had several ordinances that needed to be approved in regard to portable building sales. Ordinance # 962 was a repealing of ordinance #958 was to take portable building sales out of a permitted use in B-3 that was previously passed on January 28, 2014. Ordinance # 963 was amending sect 154 to add portable buildings to conditional uses in B-3. Ordinance # 964 was amending section 158 to allow portable buildings as a conditional use in B-4. Ordinance # 965 was amending section 178 to allow portable buildings as a conditional use in I-1. Ordinance # 966 amended section 8 adding a definition of Portable building to that section.
                        3.            City Clerk Suzanne Welsh presented copies and asked for a review on proposed Conflict of Interest ordinance that will be passed at a later time.

D. ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS:  Alderman David Norman asked Administrative Director Peggy Porter about salaries being figured into the budget. She said that she had budgeted for a 5% increase in salaries in the fiscal year 2015 budget but usually allow a lower percentage rate so that if overtime is needed, there are funds to cover the crew that is working the over time hours. Average percentage is around 1.5-2% and figures out to be about a $0.25 raise. The aldermen discussed the percentages and agreed that they thought a 3 % raise would be fair and to watch overtime. Alderman David Norman also asked about bonds and Administrative Director Peggy Porter went over the bonds and what we had in reserve. She indicated that our total in reserve was 1.5 million with $500,000.00 in reserve for bonds and $500,000.00 for the electric department and it was recommended that we have a million in reserve for the electric department. Our net revenues cannot be less than 110% of the required principal and interest payments during the fiscal year. The third phase for the electric department has been postponed and there will be no planning for that upgrade in the FY2015.

     Alderman Burrely Loftin mentioned that he has had several inquiries about the chat road from Sundown Ridge to Jefferson. He has spoken to Supervisor Marvin Stephens and he has been looking at it as an upcoming project.
