I. CALL TO ORDER:    The  meeting on August 11, 2015 of the City of Ava Board of Aldermen was called to order by Mayor David Norman

II. ROLL CALL OF ALDERMEN: Aldermen present were:  Burrely Loftin, Leon Harris, Keith Jones and Stan Lovan.
III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Minutes of July 28, 2015 Board of Aldermen meeting  were  sent to   the aldermen for review prior to the meeting. A motion was made to approve the minutes by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Leon Harris. Motion carried. All were in favor.

V. PUBLIC ADDRESS TO THE BOARD- Harold Hoffman had contacted the city to address the board but was unable to attend. He called Mayor David Norman and told him that the transmitter owned by the county was going to be for sale. It is located on the water tower at the cemetery along with other transmitters. Mayor David Norman asked for a motion from the board that whoever purchases the Ham radio transmitter remove it from the water tower. A motion was made by Leon Harris and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor.

                     B.     Reports of special boards, committees & city officers                                     
1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter- Financial reports were given to the aldermen prior to the meeting. The city currently has $1.9 million, which was up this month. The balance is due to come down due to expenditures being taken out of the balance. Money has already been set aside from the sanitation account to help pay for the city hall remodel. An additional $50,000.00 will need to be transferred out of reserve and made available to cover cost of the remodel. A motion was made to take $50,000.00 from the sanitation reserve and place in an  account set aside for the remodel. The motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Leon Harris. Motion carried. All were in favor.
2. City Clerk Suzanne Welsh- reading of Ordinances #991 & #992.
C.    Reading of Bills (proposed ordinances) and Resolutions- 
Ordinance # 991 was read by title twice. A motion to approve the first reading was made by Leon Harris and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor.

          D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: 
                     1. A motion to approve a bid for a new phone system provided by Century link, Business Management Office System, for a 60 month lease at $693.00 per month for 12 phones was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor. 
                     2. Bids were opened on July 25th, 2015. Two bids were received; Nesbitt construction at $358,300.00 ($330,600.00 + addendums) and second was Bales construction at $341,725.00 ($308,000.00 + addendums) . GHN architect’s contacted Bales to provide a cost list on  items which might be eliminated and met with the board on August 10, 2015. Adjustments were made and the price was reduced to $303,281.00 for Bales construction to do the remodel project. A motion to accept Bales construction as the lowest bidder and to approve the cost of $303,281.00 was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor. A contract was provided for the mayor to sign for Bales to start construction.
                    3. The three business owners located to the south of N.W. 13th Avenue have been contacted and have signed the agreement with the city to start the process of the quit claim deed paperwork. 
                    4. The mayor has appointed Jerry Huffman for another 4 year term with the Ava Housing Authority starting July 20, 2015 to July 20, 2019. 
                    5. The Fire Chief from Aurora is to come to Ava and look at potential houses the city will burn. He is going to help the city fill out the paperwork required by DNR for the control burns.

                    6. Alderman Burrely Loftin asked about the fuel tank at the airport. The tank was delivered by Ozark Crain service in Springfield on Thursday, August 6th. They arrived at the airport at 11:15 A.M. and unloaded the tank onto the pad. The system is currently not ready to operate. It will need electricity run to the pad underground in conduit with a phone line run as well in a separate conduit. The card reader will need to be set up and fuel in the tank. To fill the tank will require approximately $10,000.00. 

  VII.  Court Dockets- A motion to approve the court dockets from July 17, 2015 was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor.
VIII.  CLOSED SESSION UNDER RSMo 610.021 (1) Litigation, (3) Personnel. A motion to go into closed session was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor.
