I. CALL TO ORDER:    The  meeting on August 25, 2015 of the City of Ava Board of Aldermen was called to order by Mayor David Norman

II. ROLL CALL OF ALDERMEN: Aldermen present were:  Burrely Loftin, Leon Harris, & Keith Jones. Stan Lovan was absent.
III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Minutes of August 11, 2015 Board of Aldermen meeting  were  sent to   the aldermen for review prior to the meeting. A motion was made to approve the minutes by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.

          D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: 
                     1. LED Energy Loan was cancelled. They had approved a $90,000.00 loan to go toward the purchase of  LED lights. The city ordered 250 lights with a total cost of around $66,000.00 and paid each invoice as they came in. The funding was available and decided not to take out the loan.
                     2. Century Link bid for the Business Office Management system was approved on August 11th during council session. They called a couple of days later and said that the bid price of $693.00/ month was incorrect and that it would be $1,200.00 per month. They worked it down to around $970.00/month but the city is checking on other solutions and offers for a phone system. Mediacom, Grinnell, and P.C. Express were contacted. The bid prices have not come in yet for determination on which system to choose.

                     3. The Mayor has a list of houses that are in the process of being demolished and properties cleaned up. Riley Dotson from Dotson Excavating was contacted to do work for the city. There were two houses that needed to be demolished and Riley looked at them and gave Mayor David Norman bids on both houses.  One property was located on 310 N.E. 2nd Avenue and the second was 809 N.W. 6th Avenue. The owners of Nancy D’s property located on Jefferson Street have started cleaning out the old motel rooms to be demolished. They hired a man to tear them down; he asked what other requirements the city had for them as far as cleaning up the property. They were asked to have the place cleaned up by removing trash and rubbish along with weeds cut before September 1st, 2015. Property of Carl Smith located on N.E. 6th Avenue has been cleaned up. The city has cleaned up trash, brush, and mowed. The rotten floor covering the basement has been pushed in and water pumped out of the basement. The city will haul in fill and cover the old basement with dirt after it dries out. Liens will be placed to cover expenses on all properties the city is cleaning up.
                  4. The September 22nd council meeting will need to be canceled. The Missouri Municipal League will hold conferences that week. The mayor and city clerk will be attending the conference.
                  5.  Jerry Pitts will start on the tree removal at the airport on Wednesday, August 26, 2015.  The airport fueling system has a new single phase motor installed and is now ready for electricity and a phone line connected to the card reader. The American Pilot Association will have a fly in at the Ava airport on September 26, 2015 around 3 P.M. It would be a good time to have the mayor and aldermen meet with the surrounding cities as they fly in for the meeting.

                  6. Planning and Zoning did not meet for the month of August. No business to discuss.

                  7. The city has ordered new printers that have the copy/scan/fax options so that we can try to scan documents into emails and send them verses using the fax machines to try to eliminate fax lines eventually.

                  8. GHN Architect will hold a pre-construction meeting with the city and Bales construction at the site on Wednesday, September 2nd at 10:00 A.M. and a notice to proceed letter has been signed, If all is well, they can start on Thursday, September 3rd remodeling the bank building.
                 9. Alderman Burrely Loftin suggested that a core drill be used to check the foundation on the concrete block wall that is supposed to be a load bearing wall. There should be a footing under the concrete floor if it is indeed a load bearing wall and would eliminate the extra expense of building up another footing for another load bearing structure, saving the city around $4,000.00. The check on the foundation can be done while the city and Bales has their pre-construction meeting on Wednesday.
