The aldermen want to keep their motion the way it was with no change.
                  4. Max Murphy would like to donate the rental house next to the museum to the city and for the city to donate it to the museum until such time they do not want ownership of it, then have it revert back to the City to keep for public use. A motion was made to accept property from Max & Wanda Murphy and then give it to the museum by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor.
                 5. Mayor David Norman asked the council to consider the annex procedure of expanding the city limits. He mentioned to them that it will take time to plan out for an expansion and will be an expense for the city. The planning and zoning will meet after council and he will mention it to them. A member of the community was able to voice her concern regarding the annexation of  her property.
