3.  City Clerk Suzanne Welsh presented to the Board of Aldermen a request from Waste Water Treatment Supervisor Steve Davis to bid items needed for the plant. Budgeted for FY2015 in capital expenditures is $35,000.00 to use for the purchase and he had two separate items that were both over $5,000.00. The first item is a Wilo Mixer motor priced around $9,551.25. The second is a UV system priced $9,042.33. Total expenses estimate $18,593.58. Steve knew of one company for each item that he could order from since there are not many dealers that sell these products in surrounding cities. The Aldermen chose to  run the ad in the Douglas County Herald.

Alderman David Norman would like to donate the piece of property to the City of Ava so that it could possibly be used in the future to correct the entry/exit on 13th street off of 14 HWY. David has offered to take care of the expense of transferring the property if the city is interested in acquiring the land. At the present meeting, there were not enough Aldermen present to vote so it was tabled until the next meeting.
