Administrative Director Peggy Porter- Certified Public Accountant Jennifer Schatzer provided the 2015 annual audit results reviewing the Government letter, Bond Covenant requirement deficient of $207,789.00, Federal Grant Compliance through OMNI Circular (pass through grants), Federal Dept. of Labor Salary upcoming changes for salary employees, and changes in GASB 68 with Lagers. The city’s pension plan is currently underfunded by $1.7 Million according to findings but are currently being reviewed for errors in figures that came from the report. Overall the city had a good performance review and the auditor commended the city for their cooperation. 
     Administrative Director Peggy Porter provided the council with the 6 month financial report and said the cash balances were down this month due to obligated outgoing payments; such as, bond payments, and final payments on the City Hall remodel project. This report was posted in the Douglas County Herald for public review.
