     1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter- Financial reports were given to the aldermen prior 

         to the meeting. Expenses lowered the cash balance to $1.8 million from a little over $2.1  

         million and there are still capital expenditures to come out of the cash balance for the month 
         of October.

.    2. City Clerk Suzanne Welsh- Reading of resolution #2015.10.12 once by title.
              C.    Reading of Bills (proposed ordinances) and Resolutions- 
Resolution #2015.10.12 resolution for the mayor to execute and the city clerk to attest signing 
 the documents for the acceptance of property owned by Max & Wanda Murphy. A motion was made by Leon Harris and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor.
              D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: 
                      1. Jim Brown, Manager of DOCO/Sheltered Workshop, contacted Mayor David Norman 

                          regarding trash that had been dumped at the recycle center. The DOCO/Sheltered Workshop
                          Board wants to resolve the littering issue by putting up a fence across the front entrance so 
                          they can lock it during closed hours. Having a fence up is inconvenient for people who 

                          cannot recycle during open hours so it will be installed as a  last resort.

                     2.  Ava airport has a few more trees that need to be removed to be compliant with FAA. There 

                          Also were a few more trees located on Ronnie Norman’s  land that will need to be trimmed  

                        be compliant with FAA. The airport fuel system digital card reader needs to be 

                       installed by a certified electrician specializing in airport software. The bid for labor and 

                       installation is still in process but is estimated that it will be over $3,000.00.  After the digital
                       card reader is installed, QT POD service plan needs to be taken out to insure protection. There 
                       were several levels to choose from; platinum level was recommended for the first year. The 

                       service agreement for the cost of $1,595.00.  

                   3. In previous minutes, a motion was made to accept Century link’s bid on a phone system for the
                       new City Hall. Century link changed their bid price and increased it to twice the amount that it

                       was originally. A motion was made to cancel the motion to approve Century link’s phone  

                       system by Stan Lovan and seconded by Leon Harris. Motion carried. All were in favor.
                       Mayor David Norman contacted several phone and internet providers and got several price 

                       quotes.  He provided the aldermen with a list prior to the council meeting and they looked at

                       the best price and quality of service. Grennan’s phone system looked like the best and lowest 

                       cost to the city. A motion was made to accept the bid price from Ron Grennan for the phone

                       system for city hall. The cost will be $173.00 per month for a 3 year service agreement with

                       warranty for 3 years. A motion was made to accept Grennan’s phone system by Keith Jones 

                       and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor.

                       Internet service will be separate from the phone service and Grennan did not provide internet. 

                       Mediacom was the fastest speed in comparison to other plans with a bid price of $299.00 per 
                       month.  A motion was made to approve Mediacom as the internet provider was made by Keith 
                       Jones and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor.

                  5.  Verizon wireless had contacted the city wanting to put an antenna up on Heath & Son’s 
                        Property. Since the grain bin was not sturdy enough to hold the antenna’s, they are looking

                       at building their own grain bin on the back side of the property and attaching antenna’s on the 

                       sides of it. It will not be any higher than the equipment currently on Heath & Son and will look

                       like part of their equipment as well as following FAA’s height requirements and regulations. 

                       Brad Riggs has had contact with the city and just wanted to make sure the city would allow 

                       them before they start any plans or agreements.                    

                  6.  Mayor David Norman talked about the sidewalk on South Jefferson, in front of the theatre. The

                       sidewalk is a safety hazard and needs to be repaired.                 

  VII.  Court Dockets- A motion to approve the September 18, 2015 court dockets was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Burrley Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor.
