CALL TO ORDER:    The October 14, 2014 meeting of the City of Ava Board of Aldermen was called to order by Mayor Eddie Maggard.

Roll call of Aldermen: Aldermen present were:  Burrely Loftin, Keith Jones, and David Norman.

III.      APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   Minutes of  September 25, 2014  Board of Aldermen meeting  were sent to Aldermen for review prior to the meeting. Motion to approve minutes was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by David Norman. Motion carried. All in favor 3-0.

APPROVAL OR AMENDMENTS TO AGENDA:  Motion was made to approve the agenda by Burrely Loftin and seconded by David Norman. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.

VI.      ORDER OF BUSINESS:  

            A.    Unfinished business: None
            B.     Reports of special boards, committees & city officers
1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter presented the Aldermen several financial reports in a different format than usual, per the auditor's advice. The auditor's suggested that the reports show fund balances for cash and  a comparison of cash balances from the previous year. Peggy included a copy of the Combined Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balance (unaudited) as of June 30 which will be similar to what the auditors will show in their final report to the Board. She also included the Schedule of Indebtedness and a report showing the yearly principal, interest and administrative fees for each bond and or loan by fund estimates based on repayment schedules. The final report was a reprint of the FY2015 budget and capital expenditures list. The auditors wanted the aldermen to be aware of the finances as they make decisions in the future due to decreased revenues and previous fund transfers.

2. Director of Development Janice Lorrain invited Andrew Novinger, Engineer for Anderson Engineering, to discuss with the board the cost estimate for a safe route to school sidewalk project. In the proposed plan, it shows a cross walk on Jefferson Street crossing from the High School's existing sidewalk next to N.W. 5th ave. heading West. The sidewalk will be extended on N.W. 5th ave. towards N.W. 7th street making it contiguous along with placing a crosswalk across 7th street. The sidewalk continues down towards N.W. 3rd ave. and then along N.W. 3rd ave. stopping  at the existing trail at the upper park where a crosswalk will be placed across N.W. 3rd ave. The project will likely be done in 2 phases. The first phase projected cost is estimated at $174,988.01. The MODOT grant will pay up to $139,990.41 leaving a balance of $34,997.60. The  Douglas County Health Department will contribute $15,000.00 towards the public crosswalk project and also $10,000.00 donated as matching funds. The R-1 school district will donate $10,000.00 for the project which will complete the balance due. The City of Ava has contributed to the sidewalk and street project on Jefferson Street working with MODOT to widen and improve transportation starting from 13th Ave. down towards Washington Ave. 

     The Energy Loan Program application has been completed and is ready for submission. In the plan, the City would like to replace the high wattage street lights with LED lighting. The projected cost will estimate around $90,000.00 with a $14,000.00 yearly savings which will be a six year payback. The aldermen were all in agreement that they would like to proceed with the application for the Energy Loan Program.

     The Department of Natural Resources submitted a letter to the City of Ava asking for the City to make the determination of what they wanted to do with well #7. In the letter it recapped  several issues with the well and that allowing it to continue to produce water contaminated with E Coli was  not allowed according to 10 CSR 23-3.020(2)(A); DNR recommends the well be plugged. Alderman David Norman made the motion and it was seconded by Keith Jones to respond to DNR that the City of Ava wanted to plug well #7. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.    

3. Police Chief Reggie Johnson told the Board of Aldermen that they would take possession of the new police car by November 1, 2014 and that it would be on the road by mid November. 

                           4.    City Clerk Suzanne Welsh informed the board that there were no bids for the Waste Water Treatment Plant for the two requests that were made by Supervisor Steve Davis. A motion was made by David Norman and seconded by Burrely Loftin to allow Steve Davis order the Wilo Mixer Motor from Independent Electric, cost of $9,551.25 and also the UV system from Ray Lindsey, cost of $18,593.58, which was budgeted in his capital expenditures.  Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0. 

     A copy of the Landlord agreement was sent to the Aldermen to review. The City already had this agreement in place but it needed to be revised to include an agreement between the landlord and the city to have utilities switched into the tenants name within 10 days of the rental agreement and to list a landlord deposit of $200.00. A motion was made to update the landlord agreement by Keith Jones and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.

     The water/sewer department is in need of a control panel for the sewer lift station and it has been budgeted in their capital expenditures. Bids will be opened during the next Board of Aldermen meeting on October 28, 2014.

      The maintenance department is in need of a 4 wheel drive truck with an extended cab. They have budgeted for a truck in their capital expenditures and bids will be opened during the next Board of Aldermen meeting on October 28, 2014. 
VII. READING OF BILLS (PROPOSED ORDINANCES) AND RESOLUTIONS:

                  Resolution #2014.10.11 Resolution authorizing the Mayor to sign and the City Clerk to 

             attest the contract authorizing Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission Agreement 

             for Purple Heart signing installed and maintained by applicant. A motion was made to pass 

             the resolution by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in 

             favor 3-0.
VIII.     MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS:
1. Alderman David Norman had requested to place the land offer on Aldermen's

comments but the request for motion of acceptance had to be tabled until a 2/3 majority was present.

2.    Alderman David Norman felt like the city should respond by letter to the  U.S.  Forestry on their upcoming project while it was open for public comment. The deadline for public comments will be October 19, 2014. Director of Development Janice Lorrain had typed up a letter from the City of Ava and forwarded to the Aldermen for review prior to the council meeting. The Aldermen approved the letter and option #5 was the preferred choice. 

          3.    Alderman Burrely Loftin talked about the Ava R-1 School wanting to close down N.E.

9th street during school hours. This will provide safety for the children while they are going across the crosswalk. Signs will need to be erected for public knowledge of closed roads. Chief of Police Reggie Johnson stated that if emergency vehicles needed to get through that the school could be contacted to open the gate, other than that the police had no issue with the gates being closed. To get to the elementary office, public could park in front of the middle school in the parking area. A motion was made to agree to allow the street to be closed off during school hours by Keith Jones and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.

         4.    Alderman Burrely Loftin mentioned that it had been a few council meetings since pool

         pool repairs were brought up. Building Inspector Kurtis McGee said that contractors had

         been at the pool to look at what needed repaired. Alderman Burrely Loftin said that some 

         concrete epoxy work could be done. The epoxy sealer can be placed onto the existing 

         concrete to keep it from freezing and chipping. Kurtis will check on prices and it will be 

         brought up at the next board meeting. Alderman Loftin also pointed out that there was a 

         water leak in Judy Ross's office that needed to be repaired and Mayor Eddie Maggard said

         it would be looked into.

   5.    Mayor Eddie Maggard brought up building repairs on the new City Hall. Mayor

   Maggard mentioned that the outside current sign needed to have panels put in it and 

   wanted to know if a decision had been made on what was to go on the sign. Building 

   Inspector Kurtis McGee said that Payne had the cheapest prices and that it was going to 

   start at $540.00 per panel for a back lit sign. The lettering needed to be determined in 

   order to find out the exact cost. The aldermen wanted to see a design from the company

   along with prices of what it would cost and gave a couple of choices for lettering.  

         Alderman David Norman mentioned that due to the prevailing wage law, it 

   would be easier to hire an architect to help the City with remodeling the building. The 

   board agreed that we place an add in the Springfield paper requesting an architect and  

   qualifications.
IX.    COURT DOCKET APPROVAL FOR September 18, 2014. A  motion was made by Alderman Burrely Loftin and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.

X.    MOTION TO GO INTO CLOSED SESSION was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.
