III.      APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   Minutes of  October 14, 2014  Board of Aldermen meeting  were sent to Aldermen for review prior to the meeting. Motion to approve minutes was made by Billy Long and seconded by David Norman. Motion carried. All in favor.

     PUBLIC ADDRESS TO THE BOARD: Land offer to the city was made by Alderman David Norman who owns a small section of ground located between N.W. 13th street and HWY 14 west by Cooper Lumber's parking lot. David has offered the property to the City of Ava in hopes that one day it could be used to widen and correct N.W. 13th street going onto HWY 14.

        A motion was made to accept the land offer by Billy Long and seconded by Keith Jones.

            B.     Reports of special boards, committees & city officers
1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter had nothing to report.

2. Director of Development Janice Lorrain informed the aldermen that a request of qualifications for an architect was placed in the Ava Herald on October 23, 2014 and in the Springfield News Leader on October 25, 2014. A deadline was given of November 13, 2014.

     Janice requested that an amendment was needed in the Code of Ordinance  revising section 90-112, lot split procedures, to change the number of required survey copies from two to four. More copies of the survey was needed for proper distribution.   
                       3.    City Clerk Suzanne Welsh tabled the bid procedure for the water/sewer depart-

         ment on a control panel. Measurements will need to be retaken.

    Two bids were received, Lakey and Lakey had three trucks and Davis Auto had one, for the request from maintenance department for a ¾ ton extended cab 4 wheel drive truck. The aldermen reviewed the bids and a decision was made to have supervisor Rick Graham continue to look for a ¾ ton truck that would be better suitable for the needs of that department. The bids were tabled until the next council meeting.
                       4.    Code enforcer  Kurtis McGee presented information on the outside sign for the 

new city hall building. The aldermen decided to go with black Times New Roman lettering saying City of Ava on the top and below in smaller print, City Utilities / Administration offices.

      Kurtis also presented prices on the pool deck patch / repair. The aldermen chose to go with the concrete epoxy, higher yield / highest quality twin tube special gun for a cost of $210.19. Other supplies needed were Rust Oleum 2 part patch for 

$23.00 and 300 Fast Polysulfate-underwater for $247.08 for a total cost of $480.27.
