              B.     Reports of special boards, committees & city officers                                     
     1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter- Financial reports were given to the aldermen prior 

         to the meeting. The bank balance stayed stable at $1.9 million but there are still capital    

         expenditures from sanitation and the city hall renovation to come out of the cash balance in
         the future. Sales tax was down 30 % but hopefully will increase by the next report. D.A. 

         Davidson will refinance the city Bond Series 2010 doing a rate change which will save the 
         city approximately $20,000.00 in savings. The city will pass an ordinance to approve the 
         refinance.

              C.    Reading of Bills (proposed ordinances) and Resolutions- None
              D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: 
                       1.Water meter- John Marler, engineer, met with city staff to discuss the city’s need for new 

                           electric read water meters and give the city an idea of how much it will cost to replace 

                           meters. This is an energy saving project that will help improve billing and water loss. He will 

                           also look at other projects the city may have and a way of combining them to help 

                           save the city money. MOPEP/MPUA recommended John Marler who will be in charge of 

                           engineering, installing, providing cost and analysis, along with recommendations on finance.

                      2. Sidewalks/SCOCOG- November 17th SCOCOG will meet at City Hall to discuss city and

                          County issues. They will help the city look at a project and the best means to fund it.

                          The Rawlings building needs a new roof and there are sidewalks to the south west, south east,

                           west of the square that need replaced  or repaired. These are a few issues the city would like

                           to work on and SCOCOG will look at them along with MODOT projects for the future.

                     3. Airport card reader/tree removal- The digital card reader for the fueling system is being 

                         installed and programmed. 
                     4. Insurance Group, Nov. 17th- Ollis & Company will be in Ava to go over insurance 

                          information and changes with the Mayor prior to meeting later on with employees.

                     5. City Hall project- Bids are coming in on roof repair for city hall. GHN went over paint colors 

                         with city staff while at site review and discussed looking into a design for the council chamber

                         table.

                    6. Drivers examiners- Once city hall relocates the examiners would like to continue to use the 

                        current city hall facility as their testing site location. Mayor David Norman has considered 

                        allowing them to use the building while it is vacant until the building is sold. It will need to 

                       have work done on it before the city sells the building.

                    7. Mike Henry spoke with Mayor David Norman about putting a repeater on the south water 

                        tower. Ava R-1 School would like to have radio’s in the buses and will need a place for the 
                        transmitter. Mayor David Norman recommended that they have access to the tower but not 

                        charge them a fee. A hold harmless will need to be filed for liability issues. The aldermen were 

                        all in favor of allowing the school to use the tower, either north or south water tower, to put 

                        their receiver on without charging them a fee.
