They had asked for 

                           30 % up front but the city requested to wait until the start of the project. 

                      2.  Commissioner Lance Stillings, Golf course road- the Mayor received a call from the county 

                           Commissioner regarding work that needs to be done on the south and west roads by the golf 

                            course. They were asking if the city would help repair the roads and will come up with a list

                            and cost for the repair.
