     1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter- Financial reports for November were provided prior to the meeting. The cash balance for the end of November stayed steady at $1.9 million.
        A motion was needed authorizing the Mayor to establish a line of credit for the City of Ava up to $125,000.00 at Town & Country Bank for the purpose of replacing the roof on new city hall and other repairs that might be deemed necessary. The motion was made by Leon Harris and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor.

       There was $150,000.00 budgeted out of the electric fund for remodeling the bank. There is a possibility that the money used from the line of credit can be paid back this year.

              C.    Reading of Bills (proposed ordinances) and Resolutions- 
             D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: 
                       1. City Hall- A new roof is needed at the new city hall building. Bids were provided by GHN 
                           Architects with the lowest bid provided by Delta Roofing of $73,000.00.  Material specks on 

                           roof material was provided for the aldermen to look at. A motion was made to approve Delta 

                           Roofing to replace the roof at a cost of $73,000.00 by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Leon

                           Harris. Motion carried. All were in favor.
                       2. Council Room Desk- A new desk will be needed for the council chambers. There are a few 
                           local carpenters that will be contacted regarding making the table with dimensions of around

                           13 ½ feet long, 3 feet wide, and 32 inches in height. The remodeling schedule is going well; 

                           cabinets and  bathroom fixtures are in place and other materials are going in the building.  

                       3. Airport- Jerry Pitts, Andy Daniel, David Davidson, and Mayor David Norman were at the 
                           Airport on Wednesday, December 2nd looking at the survey for removing more trees to make 

                           the airport compliant with FAA and MODOT regulations. City backhoe operator Jim Mills

                           cleaned out the trench so that it would dry and electric lines can be placed to the card reader 

                           for the fuel tank. As soon as the card reader is installed and the fueling system is inspected 

                           then it will be ready to sell fuel.
                       4. DOCO- A survey at the recycle center shows that the fire hydrant is 2 feet on DOCO 
                           property line. DOCO wants to build a fence in front of the facility so that it can be locked

                           when they are not working. City ordinance does not allow a fence to be installed in front of 

                           a building so they will need to meet with planning and zoning.
                       5. Tires- There are still a few thousand tires stored on Leon Harris’s property while waiting for
                           funding from SWSWD to finish hauling them off. The city will pay rent for storing the tires 

                           starting the beginning of June thru December of 2015. Leon has offered to donate the money

                           back to the city and will use the amount as a donation that he can turn in for taxes.
                       6. Casey’s cab- Tony Casey and his wife have applied for a business license for a taxi service 

                           in Ava. The mayor has approved the license pending the background check. A motion was   
                          made to approve Casey’s Cab, LLC by Leon Harris and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion  
                          carried. All were in favor.
