APPROVAL OR AMENDMENTS TO AGENDA:  Motion was made to amend the agenda by David Norman and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0. The amendment was for adding approval of court docket dated 11-21-14.

     PUBLIC ADDRESS TO THE BOARD:Landlord Chris Volva asked to address the Board of Aldermen with concerns over the recent decision to change the landlord agreement. Chris read concerns she had for the board and stressed that she did not like the changes that were made to the agreement. She felt if the utility bill was being paid by the landlord then why should the city care who's name it is in as long as the bill was paid. She also stressed that in some cases it would be better that the landlord pay the utility bill than for a renter to not pay it at all, moving out and leaving bad debt to the city. 

              There was a deadline that was printed on the letter but the aldermen chose to extend the

        the deadline until the issue was discussed and resolved by the council.

              Other concerned landlords have called and a few were present for the meeting. Scenario’s 

        were heard and will be considered as the council and mayor approach a solution.

            B.     Reports of special boards, committees & city officers

1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter had Andy Marmouget, auditor for KPM, present the FY2014 annual report. Andy reviewed the financial statement with the aldermen and pointed out points of interest informing them of important increases and decreases that have occurred in the budget which will effect this years budget. Andy informed them of upcoming changes that have occurred and encouraged them to review the city's bond covenants and try to meet their requirements.

2.   Director of Development Janice Lorrain had nothing to report.

3.   Airport manager David Davidson spoke to the aldermen about compliance issues with MODOT and FAA. Currently, he is working with landowner Faye Dye to get trees removed. MODOT needs to resurface and restrip the runway. David would like to get the application filled out to start the process. MODOT will do the work on a 90/10 scale with cost to the city around $20,000.00. In a previous council meeting, David spoke to the aldermen about a used AWOS system that was for sale. It was priced at $4,300.00. An additional $8,000.00 would be needed for parts and labor. He had contacted a gentleman from the state to make for sure that the equipment would be operational and not out of date and the gentleman said it should be fine. David would like to purchase the used equipment and then budget next year for the project so that the other material could be purchased and installed. A motion was made to purchase the AWOS system by David Norman and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.
