III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Minutes of January 26, 2015 BOA meeting were presented to the aldermen ahead of the meeting. No changes or corrections required and minutes were approved as presented.

              B.     Reports of special boards, committees & city officers                                     
     1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter- Aldermen was provided financial reports prior to the meeting. The cash balance for January 2016 was down due to City Hall renovation payments, Rawlings building payment, and other expenses that were anticipated to be paid out. Alderman Keith Jones inquired on last year’s audit recommendation of three month payroll put back in reserve. There have been expenses this fiscal year requiring funding so reserve funding is not in place. The Aldermen will need to approve reserve funding with a motion if we are able to put back a set dollar amount of cash in the reserve fund. It cannot be used unless the council approves removing cash from reserve funding. Cash balances will be reviewed for future reserve funding. 
.    2. City Clerk Suzanne Welsh- Reading of Ordinance # 994 by title, which will extend Airport grant funding through the end of the year. Funding is for purchasing land for the airport.
              C.    Reading of Bills (proposed ordinances) and Resolutions-      
        Ordinance #994 was read by title twice. First reading, a motion was made by Burrely Loftin to approve Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission Supplemental Agreement to Airport Aid Agreement and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.
        Second reading, a motion was made by Keith Jones to approve Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission Supplemental Agreement to Airport Aid Agreement and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.
             D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: 
                 1.Airport- More land has been cleared off and the card reader for the fueling system is almost complete. There are a few trees that need trimmed at Ronnie Normans to finish up compliance. 
                 2. Power Outage- Show-Me Power agreed to postpone the shut down a week later to help prepare Copeland for the outage. The cost to pay for overtime labor will be split between the city and Copeland to pay Show-ME workers for changing their schedule. 

                 3. City Buildings, progress- All offices are empty, except April’s. All of the good salvageable electronics have been saved and the bad will be recycled. City Utilities counter was removed to open up more floor space. It will be the first building to be prepared for sale. 

                 4. Recycle- The Chamber of Commerce Economic Development Committee will hold a meeting at 5:30 P.M. on Tuesday, February 9th (this evening) in order to discuss what to do regarding recycling. 

                 5. John Forrester- Plans will be presented to change the sewer line off the East side of the Square across from the Do. Co. Herald. The new lines will run next to the street in front of the First Hair Nail Salon.

                 6. Water meters- A report is being filled out regarding how many meters the city will need to purchase before we can pursue buying water meters. 

                 7. Sink in the breakroom- The kitchen sink in the break room has rust in it and is under warranty. It was noticed after the walk through and Bales was contacted.
                 8. Sidewalk project- Anderson Engineering is working with MODOT on preliminary plans for the sidewalk. Easement letters are to be delivered by the city.

                 9. N.E. 6th Ave.- Property owned by Carl smith was cleaned up by the city and a lien put against it. The landowner has been in contact with the City Attorney.
 VII.  Court Dockets- A motion to approve the January 15, 2016 court docket was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Leon Harris. Motion carried. All were in favor.
