Mayor Eddie Maggard allowed city resident Oren Alcorn to address the council.  Mr. Alcorn was concerned about DNR’s mandate that the City chlorinate the water system.  He asked the aldermen to meet with DNR and ask them to reconsider their mandate and allow the City to leave well #7 inactive until such time the population grew and the additional water was needed.


The aldermen asked Planning and Development Director Janice Lorrain to set up a meeting with DNR to discuss this request.  Janice said she would be willing to set up the meetings, but reminded the aldermen that in prior meetings they had agreed to the mandate and that DNR had already issued the notice to proceed to Smith and Edwards to install the system.  She also reminded them that the City was under a September 3 deadline for use of the Rural Water Grant monies.

3.  Police Chief Reggie Johnson


   
 A.  Take Home Policy for police officers:  Police Chief Reggie Johnson asked the aldermen to reconsider their recent decision regarding no city vehicles to be driven to a city employee’s home.  He stated that their Standard Operating Policy (SOP) Manual, that had been approved the by aldermen, had allowed police officers to take their patrol car home if they lived within 5 miles of the city limits.  This was considered a safety issue in case they were needed after hours they would have immediate access to their vehicles; thus, allowing them to go directly to the scene rather than having to go to the police department and pick-up a vehicle.  Motion was made by Alderman Bill Long to keep the vehicle policy in the police SOP manual; second by Alderman David Norman.  Motion carried all ayes; no nays. 


B.  Request for bids on a new police vehicle:  Police Chief Reggie Johnson advised the council that, with their permission, he was going to be soliciting bids for another police vehicle.  He plans on getting bids on another SUV type vehicle similar to the one purchased last year.  The aldermen had no objections to proceeding with bids.
