     1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter- provided the aldermen with February’s monthly financial reports prior to the meeting. Cash balances are staying steady at $1.8 Million and the city is still waiting on the final bill from Bales Construction for the City Hall remodel.

             D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: 
                    1. DNR has looked at the tires on Country Boy Tires lot and has contacted the property owner and the city, trying to get the tires removed off the premises. A friend of Ronnie Clouse, property owner, has offered to make a charitable donation to help get the tires removed from the property. If he will pay the city for removal of the tires, SCOCOG will get in touch with Champlin tires to pick up the remaining tires from the city and the tires at Country Boy Tire. SCOCOG will use the remaining $300.00 to pay for the city’s collection of tires. 
                   2. The appraisal for the City Utilities building has been completed and the city will now start the bid process to try and sell the property. The City Hall building on 127 S.W. 2nd Ave. will now be appraised and will be next to sell as soon as the appraisal is completed. 
                   3. There was a concern about the sewer/water drainage at the new commercial building on the east side of the square. The city will look into the issue and make sure there will be no damage to the neighboring business owner’s property.

                   4. The city will need to repair the fence that was damage while dozing at the Ava Airport. 

                   5. Alderman Stan Lovan has joined the Extension Council representing the City of Ava.

                   6. Alderman Burrely Loftin has joined the Economic Development Group Recycling Committee representing the City of Ava. 

                   7. DOCO has removed several loads of mulch from the recycle center. 

                   8. Alderman Burrely Loftin represented the City of Ava on Monday night as he acknowledged the Monday Night Music at the Community Center. Monday Night Music celebrated its third year of entertainment to the Ava community while they raffle and collect funds to be given to support the Meals on Wheels program raising a total of $13,000.00. Alderman Loftin said there were over 200 people at the event and raised $500.00.      

                  9.  Rebecca Pruiett, SCOCOG, has reviewed the preliminary plans for the proposed sidewalk repairs from Anderson Engineering. She needs a narrative from the Mayor on why the sidewalks need to be repaired and she will work on applying for a grant for the project.
