III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Minutes of March 8, 2015 BOA meeting were presented to the aldermen ahead of the meeting.  A motion was made by Burrely Loftin to approve the minutes seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor.

              B.     Reports of special boards, committees & city officers                                     
     1. Administrative Director Peggy Porter 
          The Mirma audit reported the city at 98% compliant. The city lost points on recommendation and compliance due to not putting a fence around the skate park.

Being in the 98% range is still a good audit and eligible for future payouts.

             D.    MAYOR & ALDERMEN'S COMMENTS: 
                    1. Airport- The pump on the fueling system needs replaced. The pump is no longer manufactured so a different pump will have to be purchased. The purchase price of a new pump is $4,000.00 or used is $3,000.00. The city will check and see if the fuel provider might provide the pump as an option. 
                    2. Sidewalk project- Anderson Engineering is working with the city and SCOCOG to apply for grant funding from CDBG on a sidewalk project. The estimated project cost is right under the maximum allowable grant of $500,000.00. The initial report is being prepared and will be sent  to see if Ava will qualify for grant approval. 
                   3. Meters- the city is looking at purchasing as many new electric read meters as funding will allow out of the approved fund distribution to the city from MOPEP. Remaining meters needed to finish out the project will be purchased as refurbished meters. The city is also looking into getting a low interest loan and the Water/Sewer Supervisor is filling out paperwork needed to help the city determine how many commercial and residential water meters will be needed. 
                  4. Demolish houses- The city is looking into grant funding for demolition of vacant and dilapidated houses. If approved, the city could receive up to $125,000.00. There are many steps required, so the city will have to look into such things as, if the homeowner has a mortgage, title lien, and also reports on asbestos.
                  5. Roof on City Hall- The city has paid 30% down for the cost of a new roof. Delta Roofing should be completed by Thursday, March 24th. 

                  6. Pool- The children’s side of the pool has been sandblasted and will be painted before the pool opens. The bathroom entry door s on both the men and women will need to be painted and the turtle on the children’s side of the pool.

                  7. Tires- All the tires from the city collection and at Country Boy Tire have been picked up. The Clouse’s paid to have their tires picked up by Champlin and the City has a $400.00 balance of funds from SCOCOG Solid Waste funds for tire removal; the city will pay the rest of the unpaid balance.
                  8. Mulch- The city is giving away free mulch for anyone interested. It is on the county road 500 by the lagoon as you head towards the football field.  
                  9. Recycle- East Ward Alderman Burrely Loftin, West Ward Alderman Stan Lovan, County Commissioner Lance Stillings, and Dick Saldago representing the Chamber of Commerce Economic Development drove to Gainesville, MO to look at the recycle center. Alderman Burrely Loftin liked the layout of the facility, which had a pole barn cover for recycle bins and a facility for storage. County Commissioner Gary Collins gave the tour and provided information about the center. They have one full time county employee and one part time city employee. They use a broker to keep track of fluctuating prices and the broker makes money off of the extra revenue. 

               10. Lionel Daugherty- Retired from the Ava Police Department as a “part time” full time dispatcher. Lionel had previously worked for the Missouri State Highway Patrol and retired making a total of over 40 years in law enforcement.    
                11. Pinnacle Sign- There will be signs installed on the outside of city hall as well as inside at the Municipal Court and City Utility counters. Pinnacle Sign will do the installation starting Wednesday, March 23rd.
