I. Call to order: The meeting on February 14, 2017 of the City of Ava, Board of Aldermen, was called to order by Mayor David Norman.
II.  Roll call of Aldermen:  Aldermen present were: Burrely Loftin, Keith Jones, & Stan Lovan. Alderman Leon Harris was absent.
III.  Approval of Minutes: Minutes of January 24, 2017 Board of Aldermen meeting were presented to the aldermen ahead of the meeting. The minutes were approved as presented with no changes.

  Approve or Amend agenda: Motion was made to amend the agenda by Stan Lovan and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.

             B.  Reports of special boards, committees & city officers
                       1.   Administrative Director Peggy Porter: Cash balances remain steady, averaging $1.7-1.8 Million. The final payment is coming up soon on pool repairs. Copies of financial information were presented to the board prior to the meeting. Included were tax reserves based off of last year’s audit and along with 3 months operating averages. The electric and fire department have paid back balances due to the park fund and general fund is now paying back balances due to meet audit requirements. 
                       2.   City Clerk Suzanne Welsh: Attending MOCCFOA Conference in March and will not be at the March 14th Board of Aldermen meeting.

     C.    Reading of Bills (proposed ordinances) and Resolutions- None
     D. Mayor/Aldermen’s comments: 
1. Cemetery- Electric department has started digging. There were issues with the truck that need to be fixed before they can go any further. 
2. Sidewalk project- Hessling Construction began work on 5th Street. They excavated and formed, placing base rock in preparation for concrete. The base had to be tested before the concrete could be poured certifying that the base was the type specified in the order. On the second day they formed most of 7th Street to prepare for concrete. A change was made on 3rd Ave. at Janice Frye-Spicer, re-routing the sidewalk below her water main instead of to the North. The City Brush Crew cleaned up Carolyn Tate’s yard in preparation for the sidewalk. 

3. Downtown Beautification project: John Cluff- John has presented the mayor an idea to have sleeves for light poles that slide over the base for decoration and to have the light poles painted. 

4. Disc Golf, Tournament and organization of funds- A Disc Golf League were to be formed with board members meeting to discuss how to handle funds. If the league is in charge, they will need to provide the city with liability insurance while using the public park. If the city is in charge of handling the organization and utilization of monies then they would not be required to have the liability insurance. They wanted to keep 20 % of the funds to help with upgrading the disc golf equipment and maintaining the grounds. We will have to wait and see what the league decides. 
5. Bid opening for March 8th on Airport runway project- the city is hoping the bid comes in reasonably low so we can prepare the budget and find the best reasonable way to fund the project. 

6. Water Tower- DNR sent a letter wanting maintenance on water tower #3. Hogan can fix the repairs for around $40-45,000. 
VII.    Court Docket – January 20, 2017. A motion was made by Burrely Loftin to approve the January 20, 2017 court docket seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor 3-0.
