A thought was to have city employee work on replacing sections of bad sidewalks around town. They would replace small sections at a time depending on if they agree to do the work and planning it around their slow time from October 1st thru December 1st.
     3. New concrete business, Ava Redi-Mix, at 320 NW 10th Street (Sanders Rock)- Co-Owner Travis Morrison will open a concrete business where Sanders Rock was located. Jerry Pitts is working on the city side of the property clearing brush. Base rock will be placed along the edge of the creek and the spring will be routed to the creek.
