I. Call to order: The meeting on March 28, 2017 of the City of Ava, Board of Aldermen, was called to order by Mayor David Norman.
II.  Roll call of Aldermen:  Aldermen present were: Burrely Loftin, Keith Jones, Noel Dye & Stan Lovan. 
III.  Approval of Minutes: Minutes of  March 14, 2017 Board of Aldermen meeting were presented to the aldermen ahead of the meeting. The minutes were approved as presented with no changes.
Also approved was the March 14, 2017 closed meeting minutes.

  Approve or Amend agenda: Motion was made to amend the agenda by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor.

                       1.   Administrative Director Peggy Porter: nothing to report. 
                       2.   City Clerk Suzanne Welsh: The proposed ordinances were read after Mayer and Aldermen comments. Motions were made to approve the new changes on the Electric Rate Structure and changing Streets to names prior to the reading of ordinances.
     C.    Reading of Bills (proposed ordinances) and Resolutions- 
Ordinance #1012 Electric Rate Structure-
First Reading: A motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan to approve the Electric Rate Structure changes. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.

Second Reading: A motion was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Burrely Loftin to approve the Electric Rate Structure changes. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.
Ordinance #1013 Utility Water Rate update-

First Reading: A motion was made by Noel Dye and seconded by Burrely Loftin to approve the Utility Water Rate update. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.

Second Reading: A motion was made by Stan Lovan and seconded by Keith Jones to approve the Utility Water Rate update. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.
Ordinance #1014 Street Name Change-

First Reading: A motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Noel Dye to approve changing the streets to names. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.

Second Reading: A motion was made by Stan Lovan and seconded by Keith Jones to approve changing the streets to names. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.
Ordinance #1015 An ordinance authorizing the Mayor and the City Clerk to enter into a contract with the Contractor to perform the pavement maintenance on behalf of the City.

 First Reading: A motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.

Second Reading: A motion was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Noel Dye. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.

Ordinance #1016 An ordinance authorizing the Mayor and the City Clerk to enter into a contract with Lochner to perform inspection phase services.
First Reading: A motion was made by Stan Lovan and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.
Second Reading: A motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Noel Dye. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.
     D. Mayor/Aldermen’s comments: 
1. Street Names- Motion to move forward- Post Master Kelly Stafford has agreed to move forward with the new address change for residents and businesses within the city limits. A motion to proceed with the process of changing the streets to names was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor. 

2. Electric Rates- A motion to approve the revised electric rate structure was made by Stan Lovan and seconded by Noel Dye. Motion carried. All were in favor.

3. Police sign bids- Bids presented were Legacy Sign Company with a bid price of $4,990.00, Missouri Neon Sign Company bid price of $5,506.62, Pinacle was contacted but did not return a bid, and Payne Sign Company bid price $3,605.00. Payne’s design was different than Legacy and Missouri Neon because they used poles like the current sign where the others used a ground base. The sizes of the signs were all the same dimensions and will be a lighted sign. A motion was made to approve Payne Sign Company with a cost of $3,605.00 by Keith Jones and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor. The council has asked that the sign height be lowered and for Reggie to choose a color for the pole other than what was on the bid.
4. Jon Cluff, square electric pole sleeves- Cost will need to be verified, but estimated around $4,500.00. If not over that amount, a motion was made to proceed with ordering the electric pole sleeves for the gazebo area of the square by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor. 

5. Payment for Lockner- The city portion of the Airport Runway will be $93,452.00. The cost will be taken out of the Street Department’s budget to pay for the airport project. 

6. Tower- Verizon wants to place an antenna on top of the Water Tower at Water Tower hill. So far the city has antenna’s with Total Highspeed, Ava Police Department, Emergency Management, and Do. Co. Sheriff’s Dept. Most of the equipment for Verizon will sit on a concrete pad on the ground with a fence around it. 

7. Rezoning- Property across from Clinkingbeard Funeral home (Potter’s Property currently owned by the late Leon Harris) will not be rezoned. The Planning and Zoning Commission received several petitions from the neighbors in the area opposing the zoning change request from R-2 to B-3.

8. Sidewalk project completion- Final payment for the sidewalk project will be after the final walkthrough with MoDOT. 

9. Recycling- Looking to form a four person board and naming it Do. Co. Recycling so that a contract can be formed between the new board and Jeff Searcy for the equipment that was donated for use from City and County funds and grants. Next year SCOCOG will help file the Solid Waste Management recycling grant application for Jeff Searcy through Douglas County. The grant was turned down for 2017 funding and the city was not contacted. 

10. Pat Davis- Pat Davis requested to change the date of the hearing between her and the mayor by email because her friend David Flagle was unable to attend. The mayor asked that she comply with the date of the hearing and will go by her house to assess the property for compliance. 

11. Hazardous Waste and Electronic Waste pick-up- scheduled for April 20th at the old bowling alley location. It will be from 3 to 6:30 PM. City wide clean up is scheduled for May 1-5th including leaf pick up.

VII.    Court Docket –A motion to approve the March 17, 2017 Court docket was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor.
VIII. Closed Session under RSMo 610.021 (1) Litigation (3) Personnel- A motion to go into closed session was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor.
