I. Call to order: The meeting on April 11, 2017 of the City of Ava, Board of Aldermen, was called to order by Mayor David Norman.
II.  Roll call of Aldermen:  Aldermen present were: Burrely Loftin, Keith Jones, Noel Dye & Stan Lovan. 
III.  Approval of Minutes: Minutes of  March 28, 2017 Board of Aldermen meeting were presented to the aldermen ahead of the meeting. The minutes were approved as presented with no changes.

  Approve or Amend agenda: Motion was made to amend the agenda by Keith Jones and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor.

             B.  Reports of special boards, committees & city officers
                       1.   Administrative Director Peggy Porter:  Cash balances remain steady at $1.8 Million. All accounts are within their budgets currently. The final payment on pool repairs has been paid, the final payment of $55,000 on city hall has been paid, and the MoDOT sidewalk project will have a final payment coming soon. 
                       2.   City Clerk Suzanne Welsh: City Clerk Suzanne Welsh was given the Oath of Office by Mayor David Norman, after being reelected by the Board of Aldermen and gave the Oath of Office to Mayor David Norman, East Ward Alderman Burrely Loftin, West Ward Alderman Noel Dye, and City Attorney Larry Tyrrell. 
     C.    Reading of Bills (proposed ordinances) and Resolutions- City Clerk Suzanne Welsh first read Ordinance #1018 declaring the results of the April 4th election, prior to giving oath of offices. In the first reading, a motion was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Burrely Loftin. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.

 In the second reading, a motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.
Ordinance # 1017 authorizing the Mayor and the City Clerk to enter into a contract with MoDOT was read twice by title. In the first reading, a motion was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.

In the second reading, a motion was made by Keith Jones and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.

     D. Mayor/Aldermen’s comments: 
1. Appointments and Oath of Office- A list of mayor appointments were provided to the aldermen prior to the meeting. A motion to approve the mayor’s appointments was made by Noel Dye and seconded by Keith Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0.

Oath of Offices were given after the readings of Ordinance #1018 declaring election results and mayor’s appointments.
2. Graham property- The family of the late Jess and Lola Graham has decided to sell property that had been deeded to them and wanted to see if the city was interested in purchasing the property that is contiguous to the Ava Cemetery. Tract #1 and Tract #4 were presented to the council and Mayor David Norman asked the council to look at the property prior to making a decision regarding the proposed land purchase.
3. Hay contract- The annual agreement between the City of Ava and Jerry Pitts is due to be renewed. The current contract was not present in the meeting so it has been tabled until the April 25th meeting. It was discussed to have the contract extended past a year upon Jerry Pitts approval.
4. MoDOT Sidewalk walkthrough- Employees of MoDOT, Anderson Engineering, Hessling Construction and the Mayor walked through the sidewalk project for final inspection starting with NW 5th Ave. and ending at NW 3rd Ave at the upper park. Hessling will come back at a later time and inspect the grass growth as well as removing the rock from the ditches. The final payment will be made once Hessling reports on the final check and ditch rock removal. The health department asked about a crosswalk on NW 3rd St by Life Church and also at 4th St. 

5. Street name changes- It is impossible to notify everyone about the name changes for the streets but the city has tried through advertisement and notices from several board meetings in the herald. Sign orders have been submitted to the company. 

6. Jon Cluff-  the order for the electric pole covers came in less than $4,000. A second bid price was obtained from Harry Cooper Supply and came back higher.
7. Water Tower/Verizon- a survey will be done of the stability of the water tower before a decision will be made to have Verizon antenna’s placed on top of the old water tower. AT & T wants to install a tower within the city limits.
