A percentage is paid back, per KW, of energy put back into the system (approximately 2 cents per KW). Credit will go back on the bill. There are lots of forms and paperwork required such as liability from owner to city utilities to meet State regulations, etc.

     D. Mayor/Aldermen’s comments: 
1. Airport- the pavement project has been completed all but striping the runway. The old asphalt is being hauled back to Pace Construction, asphalt plant in Willow Springs. 
2. SCOCOG TAC meeting results from August 15th- MoDOT projects were prioritized per county. Ava project was first on the list for a stop light at 5 HWY and Y.

3. Imogene Ewing- Basement flooding issue continued. City employee checked the backflow preventer while Imogene’s son, Terry used his camera to locate. To the best of their knowledge the preventer worked just fine when tested. The suggestion was to reroute the down spouts first before digging up the yard to replace the backflow preventer. 

4. Tower- John Forrester contacted the engineer for Verizon Wireless. John will have them do the boring and see what results from the tests. 
5. Demolition- Two houses out of four have agreed to have the city demolish them. If they give the lot to the city, the city will have the deed recorded and pay all expenses. If they choose to keep the lots, they will have to maintain them. There were several estimated to be demolished, all were under $5,000.00. 

6. Playground equipment- Contact was made with the playground equipment company to verify the tools needed and ground preparation. We are waiting on someone to come and help start the installation.

7. Ordinance #1022- Talked about updating our ordinance regarding telecommunication towers and antennas. The ordinance will need to go by Planning and Zoning commission before being presented to the Aldermen for approval.
