III. Order of Business:
Pool repairs- Mayor David Norman called Mark at Impact Line-X Coating and asked for a bid on stripping and re-coating the pool grates and pump/filter grates, cleaning and coating the floors in the bathrooms and the main lobby of the pool. A bid was received on May 5, 2015 for a price of $26,956.00.  Another bid from Vaughan Pool and Spas was presented for the same type of work and was priced at $10,767.24 for sandblasting and cleaning existing grates and apply epoxy paint and sand. The price for bathroom/locker rooms and entry floor and deck coating was $26,523.21 for a total price of $37,290.45. Mayor Norman said that Impact will repaint the rot iron gates while they are working in the lobby area. Alderman Burrely Loftin asked if they would resurface one block up on the walls, as it had been in the past and Mayor David Norman said he would call on Thursday, May 07, 2015 to find out if they would do that. Treasurer Peggy Porter said there was cash in savings to cover the cost of the work but it had not been placed in the budget so later on the city will make an adjustment to amend the budget. A motion was made to accept the bid for Impact coating by Line-X for $26,956.00 by Burrley Loftin and seconded by Stan Lovan. Motion carried. All were in favor 4-0. 

IV.  Adjournment: A motion to adjourn was made by Burrely Loftin and seconded by Keith  Jones. Motion carried. All were in favor.
