A. Administrative Director Peggy Porter had an auditor from Davis Lynn & Moots presenting the report. Jennifer M. Schatzer presented to the Board the City of Ava's Financial Report for the year 2013. She went over Financial Highlights and Budgets from General Fund activities along with Business type activities and each major fund of the City of Ava.She went over Revenues and Expenditures and where we were in reserve with 5 % with a  goal to have 25% for the future in case of an emergency to operate on. She ended her presentation for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2013 and no further questions were asked. 

                                    B.  University of Missouri Extension Update/Request was presented by Angie Fletcher. The Extension counsel was in need of funding to help them out with their budgets and payroll. They were in need of $10,000.00 from the City of Ava and Peggy had the amount budgeted in as a continuation of what we had figured from last year. Motion was made to finance $10,000.00 to the University of Missouri Extension by David Norman with second to the motion by Burrely Loftin. Motion approved all ayes, no nays.

                                    C.  Financial Reports 12/31/2013 was given to the Board of Aldermen for review on the current Fiscal year from July 1, 2013 thru December 31,  2013. This report was sumarized for each City Fund and showed that the departments were within the 45-50% range on expenditures. Overall cash was steady at $2 million with the majority of that being in the utility fund which is restricted for paying off debt, meeting bond reserve requirements and paying off major projects. It was noted that the reserve was down $500,000.00 due to the electric line project. 

                                      D.    Collection Agency Proposals were presented to the board. There were two different companies that the City of Ava could go with. One company we currently have with Collect a debt. We have used up all of the accounts that we had purchased in the past and would have to purchase 250 additional accounts at $2,500.00 in 4 installed payments of $625.00 each. The second proposal was with Online Utility Exchange and they are a collection agency that works by locating debtors that have moved away, they do not have any set-up, annual or monthly fees, licensed in 50 states and are clients with White River Valley Electric. Their system will do utility credit scores on new City Utility customers and will notify them if there is an outstanding debt through another utility provider. With the information provided to the Board of Aldermen, their decision was to go with the Online Utility Exchange. Motion was made to change to the Online program by Burrely Loftin with second by Rick Englehardt. Motion to approve  all ayes, no nays.

                      2.               A.  Director of Planning & Development Janice Lorrain  introduce Kurt McGee as the City of Ava Building Inspector. Kurt has been working with Lyle Piland, current building inspector, training. He is working on updating ADA Policies and will attend then next Planning and Zoning Comittee meeting. 
                                     B.  Net metering Annual report was given to the Board of Aldermen. Net Metering report showed that there had been no activities between City Utilities and other resources used for electricity for residences in the City.
                                     C.   The bids for the new animal pound were presented to the Board of Aldermen. There was found no consistency between the two bids and it was difficult to determine who was the lowest bidder. It was recommended by the Board of Alderment that a new Bid be announced again with specific materials and quantities. President of the Board of Aldermen Burrely Loftin offered to help prepare the updated material list with more specific demenisons and materials needed to make for sure the building will be properly constructed to building code regulations.

                       3.            Police Cheif Reggie Johnson updated the Board of Aldermen on the School Resource Officers. He had met with Superintendent Brian Wilson and  asked that a report be given to the Ava Police Department allowing them to determine when officers will be needed on the School's premises which will help with budgeting payroll and schedules. Mr. Wilson will present this request in the next school board meeting and give the information to Police Cheif Reggie Johnson.

                                GPS Addressing- Guest speaker, Alicia Degase, presented to the Board of Aldermen an update on where they were at with installation, how much the system costs, what had been paid and how it will help not only the county but the city and other businesses that need physical addresses to locate their customers. The Intrinsicorp system will contact companies such as Google maps, Garmin, and other GPS systems to give them the new addresses. The City of Ava has been asked if we would help share the cost of installing the system and also in sharing the annual cost. As of right now they are in need of approximately $14,025.00 to complete installation and annually it will cost $5,400.00 and will be devided between the County, City, Ambulance and funds collected from other resources.
